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* A "sense-knowledge" faith is a counterfeit faith - and is rooted and
grounded in fear, doubt, preconceived notions and unbelief [mistrust of Me]. A
"sense-knowledge" faith has an "affixation" with the "outward" [circumstances,
appearances] rather than the "inward revelation" that is the foundation of a
genuine faith and trust in Me. 

"sense knowledge" - that which is perceived by what one feels, hears, sees or
thinks based on their outward circumstances; that which is perceived through the
soul [mind, will, emotions] - apart from the Holy Spirit [Who is the Spirit of
wisdom and revelation];

...."But Thomas, one of the twelve, called Didymus, was not with them when
Jesus came. So the other disciples were saying to him, "We have seen the Lord!"
But he said to them, "Unless I see in His hands the imprint of the nails, and put my
finger into the place of the nails, and put my hand into His side, I will not believe."
After eight days His disciples were again inside, and Thomas with them. Jesus
*came, the doors having been shut, and stood in their midst and said, "Peace be
with you." Then He said to Thomas, "Reach here with your finger, and see My
hands; and reach here your hand and put it into My side; and do not be
unbelieving, but believing." Thomas answered and said to Him, "My Lord and my
God!" Jesus *said to him, "Because you have seen Me, have you believed? Blessed
are they who did not see, and yet believed".... John 20:24-29 NASB

...."we consider and look not to the things that are seen [the lower reality -
that which is real to the five physical senses] but to the things that are unseen
[through faith in the higher Reality of God's Word]; for the things that are visible
are temporal (brief and fleeting) [subject to change], but the things that are
invisible are deathless and everlasting [Eternal]".... 2 Corinthians 4:18 The
