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* It takes an absolute faith and a perfect patience for one to "abide" [dwell
ongoingly] in "the place called Done".

"the place called Done" - the "a place called done [finished]" is the place
wherein one not only begins to grasp the reality of the "finished work" of the Lord
Jesus Christ but "abides" [dwells] there in the power of the Holy Spirit [Who is
the Spirit of Wisdom and Revelation; the Spirit of Love; the Spirit of Truth; the
Spirit of Christ etc;]. In this place [true spiritual positioning] [Ephesians 2:4-6],
one comes to the "full" realization of the spiritual reality behind the Cross, the
Resurrection and the Ascension [the fullness of Authority] and, thus, they enter
into the fullness of the stature of Christ [the completeness found in Him] - and
from this holy place they come to appropriate [receive] the "fullness" of their
precious inheritance [salvation - Covenant] and destiny, in Him [Psalm 25:12-
14].

...."But God - so rich is He in His mercy! Because of and in order to satisfy
the great and wonderful and intense love with which He loved us, Even when we
were dead [slain] by [our own] shortcomings and trespasses, He made us alive
together in fellowship and in union with Christ; [He gave us the very life of Christ
Himself, the same new life with which He quickened Him, for] it is by grace [His
favor and mercy which you did not deserve] that you are saved [delivered from
judgment and made partakers of Christ's salvation]. And He raised us up together
with Him and made us sit down together [giving us joint seating with Him] in the
heavenly sphere [by virtue of our being] in Christ Jesus [the Messiah, the
Anointed One]".... Ephesians 2:4-6 The Amplified Translation
