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* An "established heart" [one established in a revelation of their true Identity
in Christ] is the key to not only overcoming in all things but also for one's
entrance into the fullness of their Kingdom-position and destiny in this hour.

"establish" - to institute, build, or bring into being on a firm or stable foundation
[in this case, the "revealed" Word {Will} of  God];

...."So everyone who hears these words of Mine and acts upon them
[obeying them] will be like a sensible (prudent, practical, wise) man who built his
house upon the rock. And the rain fell and the floods came and the winds blew and
beat against that house; yet it did not fall, because it had been founded on the
rock.
