Too many of God's
children are quick to "judge" unrighteously - and, thus, they become vessels of
Satan - in a "spirit of condemnation and accusation". 

        The true servant of God must be slow to speak until they are enlightened in
the way that is necessary for them to be a vessel of "blessing" to their brothers and
sisters in Christ - whether that be to set themselves in agreement with what has
been said or done, or to pray until that one is led into the knowledge of the truth,
in a "spirit of true repentance".
