Words of prophecy:

*        In this hour, great "clarity" will continually "overtake" [manifest in the lives
of] all those who have truly laid their lives down in the diligent pursuit of My
Will/Word. 

"clarity" - clearness or lucidity as to perception or understanding; freedom from
indistinctness or ambiguity [vagueness];

Note:   Clarity is one of the 4 chief characteristics of the Third Day anointing. The
other 3 are: the impartation of godly zeal, holy fire [divine Light] and divine
power [the impartation of Grace].
