Words of Prophecy:

* "Redeeming the time" MUST be first and foremost in every one of My
children's thinking each day. Diligence [obedience] on their part in this area will

MOST CERTAINLY lead to a "series of suddenlies" in their life on every front in
the glorious days just ahead.

....""See then that ye walk circumspectly, not as fools, but as wise,
Redeeming the time, because the days are evil.
