* Many, as they have pursued "ministry" [their calling] have chosen
"presumption" over faith and patience [a revelation of My Will] - and, thus, they
have entered into the deep darkness that is, even now, "radically" [thoroughly]
overtaking the "world" and its "systems". 

Therefore, it is of the utmost importance for each and every one of My
precious children to make certain [in obedience to the still, small voice of My
Spirit] to "rekindle [refire] within the fire of revelation" - in order that they might
be found in the "high place" with both feet firmly planted in My Kingdom.
