REFLECTIONS OF THE FATHER'S HEART
[Exhortations From The Father]
[January 23rd]
Always remember:
* ALL deception is found in the "second heaven" and below.
AND

"Deception" is a logic and reasoning based upon that which is contrary to a
"revelation" of the absolute Truth of My Word.

"deceive'" - to mislead by a false appearance or statement [in this case, false
appearance or statements based on sense knowledge and perception rather than a
revelation of God's Word]

"logic" - the science concerned with the principles of valid reasoning and correct
inference either deductive or inductive; the apparently inevitable chain of events
involved in an outcome etc.

"reason' - seeks to explain or justify an action be citing facts, circumstances,
together with the workings of the mind on them; a motive or cause for an action,
belief, thought etc. justification;

"reasoning" - the mental process of drawing conclusions from known or
presumed facts;

"sense knowledge' - that which is perceived by what one feels, hears, sees or
thinks based on their outward circumstances; that which is perceived [and
expressed] through the soul /mind, will, emotions] - apart from "revelation" [the
Holy Spirit - Who is the Spirit of wisdom and revelation]

...."We are [continually] destroying [casting down] speculations [worry,
anxiety, reasonings, feelings etc.|] and every lofty thing raised up against the true
knowledge of God [and who we ALREADY are, in Christ], and we are taking
EVERY thought captive [through proclamation] to the obedience of Christ [a



revelation of the Father's Will]".... 2 Corinthians 10:5 NASB

...."See to it that no one takes you captive through philosophy and empty
deception, according to the tradition of men, according to the elementary
principles of the world, rather than according to Christ".... Colossians 2:8 NASB

...."But be doers of the Word [obey the message], and not merely listeners
to it, betraying yourselves [into deception by reasoning contrary to the Truth].
For if anyone only listens to the Word without obeying it and being a doer of it, he
is like a man who looks carefully at his [own] natural face in a mirror, For he
thoughtfully observes himself, and then goes off and promptly forgets what he was
like. But he who looks carefully into the faultless law, the [law] of liberty, and is
faithful to it and perseveres in looking into it, being not a heedless listener who
forgets but an active doer [who obeys], he shall be blessed in his doing [his life of
obedience]"....
