* There is no "possession" of eternal things without action. Believing is acting on the
Word. Acting on the Word in a perfect obedience is your "confession". Let it be a fixed fact in
your mind that confession is proof of faith. There is no believing that does not climax in
confession. It is faith expressing itself. "Mental assent" dares not confess. It wishes to be sure of
"results" first, so it always stands on the negative side of the issue. It never wins. It is never a
success. Mental assent is the voice of the senses, the mind of the senses, or the mind of the flesh.
Faith is from the mind of the spirit - your re-created spirit, "dominating" your reason faculties.

...."But the righteousness based on faith speaks as follows: "DO NOT SAY IN YOUR
HEART, 'WHO WILL ASCEND INTO HEAVEN?' (that is, to bring Christ down), or 'WHO WILL
DESCEND INTO THE ABYSS?' (that is, to bring Christ up from the dead)." But what does it
say? "THE WORD IS NEAR YOU, IN YOUR MOUTH AND IN YOUR HEART" - that is, the
word of faith which we are preaching, that if you confess with your mouth Jesus as Lord, and
believe in your heart that God raised Him from the dead, you will be saved; for with the heart a
person believes, resulting in righteousness, and with the mouth he confesses, resulting in
salvation [deliverance]. For the Scripture says, "WHOEVER BELIEVES IN HIM WILL NOT BE
DISAPPOINTED".... Romans 10:6-11 NASB

...."But having the same spirit of faith, according to what is written, "I BELIEVED,
THEREFORE I SPOKE," we also believe, therefore we also speak".... 2 Corinthians 4:13 NASB

...."And Jesus answered saying to them, "Have faith in God". [lit. have the faith of God]
