WHICH THE FATHER AND JESUS HAVE SAID AND DONE

Words of prophecy:          

JESUS:

* Tell My people to base their "reality" upon that which I have said and done
in this most critical hour - and not on that which the Evil One has said [lies] and
done [adverse circumstances - storms].
