* You must come to dwell in that place of extreme closeness to Me that I have
called you to, My beloved ones.

"extreme closeness" - being of a high or of the highest degree or intensity; of a
character or kind farthest removed from the ordinary or average; utmost or
exceedingly great in degree;

One of the key things that distinguish between those who truly love God
[those who seek to serve them with all of their heart] and those who do not is that
they will have a "revelation" of the call to a position of "extreme closeness" to the
Father and His Word - in the power and continual acknowledgement of the
presence [anointing] of the Holy Spirit within. 

It is this call to extreme closeness [spiritually speaking] that truly
empowers one for Kingdom-service - as the continual practicing of God's Presence



will SURELY lead one into the place wherein they will hear the still, small voice
of the Holy Spirit in even the smallest details of their life. This will lead directly to
an "abiding" obedience which, in turn, allows the Holy Spirit to flow unimpeded
through us - with a view to accomplishing the Father's highest Will and purpose in
any given moment.
