ASKING THE FATHER IS VERY IMPORTANT
Words of prophecy:

* The entrance of My Word into the "good ground" of one's heart produces
"godly desire" [a reflection of My Will in any given situation]. This is precisely
why the failure to bring EVERY thought captive to a revelation of My Word/Will
allows [ultimately] "self-desire" to flourish [to be fuelled]. Even to the point of
one "mentally ascending" in such a way that they "believe" that the selfish desires
in their heart are My desire for them - and, thus, that which they "ask" for is NOT
in line with My Word/Will.
